CRUSHERS REEL OFF 4TH WIN IN A ROW:

For the first 23 minutes of the game, Bishop McCort was only able to post two field goals
against Westmont, but a fired up group of Crushers played an inspired second half to earn a
34-0 win over the Hilltoppers. McCort's opening drive started on a positive note highlighted by
a 42 yard screen pass from Jesse Cooper to Anthony LaRue which covered 42 yards to the
WH 41, but the Crushers had to settle for a Jordan Spangler 27 yard field goal at the 6:39
mark.

Neither team could move the football on their next two drives and had to punt each
time. Westmont began a drive at its 14 following a 47 yard punt by Spangler. Three plays
later, Mark Borstnar recovered a fumble at the Hilltoppers' 21. The Crushers picked up one
first down, but were forced to settle for a Spangler 22 yard field goal, his fourth of the season
to make the score 6-0.

Westmont earned two first downs in its next drive, but had to punt the ball back to the Crush-
ers, which took over at their 23 with 2:17 left in the half. Three big pass plays, a 24 yard
screen to Zach Varga, a diving catch by Christian Leech which gained 28 and a 13 yard
completion to Spangler put the ball at the WH nine. Two plays later, LaRue reached the end-
zone. Varga ran for the two points which made the halftime score 14-0.

Westmont opened the second half with the ball but could not move the ball and had to punt
again. On the Crushers fifth play of the drive, Leech got behind his defender for a 47 yard TD
pass from Cooper. The PAT kick set the score at 21-0. After another Hilltopper punt, Cooper
and Leech hooked up again, this time for a 44 yard scoring pass followed by another extra
point kick for a 28-0 advantage for the Crushers. McCort's final touchdown was a five yard run
by T.J. Tyger with 11:55 remaining in the fourth quarter.

“City Championship”: Friday night’s game versus Johnstown will determine the City Champi-
onship between the four local teams of the LHAC (Bishop McCort, Johnstown, Richland and
Westmont). Bishop McCort has won seven of the nine City Championships since 2001 when
Johnstown joined the LHAC.

The Last Time—Bishop McCort 40, Johnstown 2L (October 16, 2009—Trojan Stadium)

Game Recap:McCort took advantage of six first half turnovers by Johnstown which led directly
to four touchdowns as the Crushers picked up a 40-21 victory over the Trojans. Shane
Rugg's fifth fumble recovery of the season at the JHS 20 was followed two plays later by a 18
yard TD run by Luke James. Late in the first period, Anthony Pioli jumped on another JHS
fumble in the endzone. Dane Domonkos' PAT made the score 14-0 after one.

Seidel's INT midway through the second quarter led to the scoring of his 20th touchdown of
the season, an 11 yard run. On Johnstown's next possession, Domonkos picked off a pass and
rambled 47 yards into the endzone for a 26-0 lead going into the intermission.

McCort also suffered some turnover problems in the second half. A Crusher fumble early in
the third quarter led to a 19 yard TD run by Jordan Jefferson. The Crushers answered with a
70 yard drive in just five plays capped by a 19 yard score by Chaz Merriman. Two big plays
by the Trojans made the score close at 33-21. The first was a 66 yard run by Jon Siciliano and
a 91 yard interception return by Laquinn Stephens-Howling. BM added a late touchdown on a
1 yard run by Domonkos.

ALook Back—Bishop McCort vs. Johnstown:

Bishop McCort and Johnstown first played each other in 1933 with the Trojans walking away
with a 26-0 victory. JHS dominated the beginning of the series, winning 14 straight games
versus the Crushers dating from 1933 to 1973. The two teams renewed their rivalry in 1989,
with McCort winning 28-14. The city rivalry has been dominated by the Crushers as of late
with McCort winning the last six games. Johnstown holds a 15-10-1.

What to Watch for:

The Trojans have outscored their opponents in the first half this season by a 144-25 mar-
gin...JHS junior QB Gervon Simon has completed 42 of 71 passes for 820 yards and 12 TDs in
his last four games...In comparison BM junior QB Jesse Cooper has completed 40 of 70 passes
for 618 yards and 4 TDs in his last four games...Cooper passed for a career high 259 yards
last week at Westmont...Bishop McCort has won the last two matchups versus JHS at Point
Stadium by a 68-7 margin.
